Lesson – Plan 3

Developing News Stories for Broadcast

1.
Purpose
Students will learn the factors that must be taken into account when developing news stories for television. They will become familiar with the planning that is involved keeping in mind how there story influences the graphics editors, video editors, anchors, and the audience.

Outline:  

I.
Begin the class by discussing the various sources from which students at the school get their news. What gaps can a local school news cast fill ?  

II.
Discuss the appropriateness of certain types of news story. Discuss an example in which a student at the school dies in a car accident and how it would be covered or if it would be covered at all

III.
Discuss the importance of documenting the type of graphics used in each story. Example – a famous basketball player is involved in a court case and you request an over-the-shoulder from the graphics people. An image of the player in uniform would not be appropriate in the context of the story.

IV.
Students will fill out the News Story Development form and then go through the process of writing  a story that last approximately one minute of air time to read. For this activity, the students will practice creating their own over-the-shoulders instead of passing it off to the graphics people.
