Developing Proper Camera Techniques
1.
Purpose
Students will learn proper camera techniques by analyzing films that were produced by professional directors. Students will learn the vocabulary associated with camera techniques and be able to apply them to their own work in the field.

Outline:  

I.
Students will watch a short piece from any professionally directed film and then one done by an amateur. This will lead to a discussion of what makes a film look “professional”.

II.
Short discussion on how films from a Hollywood picture differ from developing content for a news cast. Many similarities, but staging a scene is a firing offense in most news rooms.

Students work through the examples on the webpage located at http://www.bsu.edu/web/taeast/camera.html

IV.
Those students who get finished with the tutorial early will be visiting the web site http://www.quicktime.com They will be viewing the many trailers (with headphones) available for download at this site. They will be looking for the various techniques that were mentioned in the tutorial. They will download the videos which contain the techniques and bring them into iMovie.

They will trim the videos down until they have examples of each one of the camera techniques from the tutorial.
