Lesson – Plan 4
Developing a Weather Forecast
1.
Purpose
Students will use Macromedia Flash to develop an animation which includes a 5 day forecast of the weather. They will export this animation out to video tape and read  it while standing in front of a green or blue screen. The students will composite the two pieces of video (animation and them as the weather person) together using a chroma key effect.

Outline:  

I.
The students will begin the class by creating an animation of a weather forecast using Macromedia Flash.

II.
Those that complete the first part of the activity quickly will be taken through the process of exporting to Quicktime & then to DV Stream which allows it to import into iMovie. The animation is then exported to VHS.

III.
With a VCR right next to a green or blue screen, the student reads the weather from their own animation while being video taped.

IV.
Once both clips (the animation and the weather person) are in the same iMovie project, the student will work through the Weather and Green Screening Tutorial with the assistance of the instructor.
